CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has chest pain on and off. He has been seen by cardiologist. Now his insurance is changed and the patient is going to see a new cardiologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, recent travel, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, skin rashes, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg one tablet a day.
The patient also has a history of cardiac stent and he is on Prasugrel 10 mg one tablet a day.
The patient also has a history hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 10 mg once a day.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had a myocardial infarction in 1973. He underwent emergency cardiac catheterization in India and has stent placement.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he works as a machine operator. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
