CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with complaint of cough, dementia, skin rashes, and follow up after blood test showing abnormal creatinine.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has been coughing for past several days and she did not take any medications. The patient stared that coughing started after she *________* church and cough is persistent now without any sputum production. There is no fever or chills.
The patient also complained of rashes on the back and it is pruritic and sometimes the patient has a history of dry skin and she has not used any over-the-counter medications.

The patient has fasting blood test and the results reviewed with the patient in detail and she has minimally elevated serum creatinine and normal BUN. The patient stated that she has no history of taking over-the-counter nonsteroidal antiinflammatory medications like ibuprofen.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, chest pain or shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day and she is not on any nonsteroidal antiinflammatory medications.
The patient is on propranolol 120 mg slow release once a day as prescribed by her specialist for essential tremors.

The patient is also on vitamin D supplement 1000 units once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and she lives by herself and she works as a sales woman. The patient’s exercise is mostly walking and she has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Skin examination reveals skin dry with few rashes on the back without any vesicular lesions.
