CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pain in the back of the head and neck.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter stating that she has pain in the back of the head and on the right side of the neck and the pain is mostly during sleep when she laid down flat.
