CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left foot swelling, pain, accidental fall, and followup for stroke.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife and online interpretation. The patient had an accidental fall at home in last week sustaining injury and open wound on the left foot. The patient was then seen in the emergency room at Central DuPage Hospital. He underwent surgical repair on the left foot open wound and he was discharged to home. After that the patient developed pain and swelling of the left foot and was difficulty walking. The patient is on walker due to stroke.
The patient also came today as a followup after accidental fall at home and he was trying to pull the railings on the stair he lost the balance and fell down and did not hit the head and did not passed out.
The patient continued to have weakness in the right hand and also significant numbness and tingling, felt poor when he fell down. The patient has finished rehabilitation month and half ago. The patient also stated that he feels still unsteady during walking, never fell down off the walker. The patient required supervision at home and most of the time otherwise needs resting. The patient is not able to work due to stroke.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, head injury, sore throat, cough, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, seizures, or loss of consciousness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 2.5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg one tablet a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 40 mg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and is currently on disability. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema and the patient has significant weakness in the left leg. Also the patient has left foot swelling and slightly redness and there is no discharge on the left foot surgical repair. The patient has poor handgrip on the right side and is walker dependent.
I had a long discussion with the patient’s wife and the patient is going to be sent to the emergency room for possible IV antibiotics for left foot wound infection.
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
