CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided weakness, right foot drop, and medication refills.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today in the wheelchair helped by her son and the patient has a stroke since then she has been wheelchair bound and she has right hemiplegia along with right foot drop. The patient needs a wheelchair to move around even at home and son helps her outside. The patient needs 24-hour assistance at home and lately she has been feeling weaker and also has right foot drop. The patient has no pain at this time.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, cough, fever, chills, or recent travel.
The patient also denied any chest pain or shortness of breath, denied nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, loss of consciousness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 10 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of stroke resulting in left hemiplegia and foot drop.

The patient has a history of diabetes and she is on glipizide 10 mg one tablet twice a day, Levemir insulin 12 units everyday, Humalog insulin according to sliding scale, metformin 500 mg one tablet a day and Januvia 100 mg once a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on pravastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Unremarkable.

LUNGS: Unremarkable.

The patient has profound weakness of the right side and right foot drop and the patient is not able to stand or walk and she is a wheelchair bound.

Skin is otherwise healthy without any open wounds.
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
