CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Review of other systems is noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-appearing, well-dressed and well-groomed 11-year-old female child in no acute distress. Alert and oriented x 3.

HEENT: Eyes: Equal, round and reactive to light. Nose: Patent and clear. Throat: No edema. No erythema noted. No tonsillar swelling.

LUNGS: Lung sounds clear. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing.

CARDIOVASCULAR: No gallops or murmurs appreciated.

ABDOMEN: No guarding. No rigidity. No rebound tenderness. No organomegaly. No CVA noted.

GENITALIA: Exam deferred at this time.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: We will treat for diagnosis of cystitis with Macrobid 100 mg b.i.d. for the next seven days. The child was unable to produce urine sample in the clinic. We will treat as though it was confirmed due to history and symptoms. The patient is to return if the symptoms do not improve for further testing.
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
