SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does not drink alcohol. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of MI. Father is still alive.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: There is no weight loss, nausea, or vomiting. There is lot of confusion. No hematemesis, hematochezia, or seizures.
