Patricia Baum continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Multinodular goiter.

2. Hypothyroidism, in addition to multinodular goiter.

Current Medications: Synthroid 01 mg daily and Wellbutrin.

There has been no major change on this visit with no symptoms of thyroid hormone dysfunction.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 122/80, weight 143 pounds, and BMI is 26. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent TSH 0.44, normal.

IMPRESSION: Multinodular goiter, stable and hypothyroidism.

I recommend that she continue Synthroid 0.1 mg daily.

Followup visit in one year.
