Deborah Giller was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Multinodular goiter subsequent to subtotal thyroidectomy.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

Current Medications: Lovastatin 20 mg daily.

On this visit, there are no major complaints and no symptoms of a thyroid hormone imbalance.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 122/82, weight 159 pounds, and BMI is 28.2.

There was a healed thyroidectomy scar and no lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear.

Recent TSH is 0.04 with normal free T3 at 3.5 and T4 0.99.

IMPRESSION: Multinodular goiter with autonomous function without overt hyperthyroidism.

I recommend continue observation for now.

Followup visit in one year.
