Sindia Greenawalt was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Postoperative hypothyroidism.

2. Thyroid cancer.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.125 mg six days per week, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, glipizide 5 mg twice daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints. Her symptoms attributable for thyroid.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/72, weight 107 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c was 7.3%, TSH was 0.44, and free T4 1.24, both normal. A thyroglobulin level had been less than 0.01.

IMPRESSION: Thyroid cancer with postoperative hypothyroidism both stable, she also has hyperlipidemia and type II diabetes, which is fairly controlled.

I recommend that she followup in one year.
