Laverne Ulfig was seen in the office recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Peripheral neuropathy.

3. Long-term insulin administration.

4. Peripheral neuropathy.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

Current Medications: Lantus 36 units in the evening and Humalog 8 units three times a day, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, and simvastatin 40 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints. His blood sugars appeared to be satisfactory.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 124/72, weight 226 pounds, and BMI is 29.9. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7.2%, slightly elevated.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with suboptimal control, long-term insulin administration, peripheral neuropathy, and hyperlipidemia.

I have instructed him in regards to intensification of diet and exercise and asked him to return to follow up in four months.
