Charlotte Young was seen for followup recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

Current Medications: Lantus 26 units in the evening, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, amlodipine 2.5 mg twice daily, losartan 100 mg daily, and atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints but her blood sugars appeared to be in a satisfactory range.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7%.

On examination, blood pressure 130/80, weight 179 pounds, and BMI is 30.8. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, long-term insulin administration, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and obesity.

On this visit, I have asked that she continue with the current program and return followup in four months.
