Marcelle Henderson was seen for evaluation of hyperprolactinemia.

He was found to have an elevated prolactin level when seen by his urologist for erectile dysfunction.

An MRI scan of the pituitary fossae failed to show a pituitary tumor.

He does complain of occasional headaches but has no visual disturbance.

Current Medication: Risperidone.

Past history is notable for mood disorder and possible schizophrenia.

Family history is negative.

Social History: He is now working at this time. He smokes but does not drink alcohol.

General review is otherwise unremarkable.

On examination, weight 264 pounds, blood pressure 122/68, and BMI is 35.8. Pulse was 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was not palpable and there is no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Hyperprolactinemia, with prolactin level in the 35 to 50 range likely secondary to psychotropic medication with Risperdal.

I recommend no further investigation at this time.
