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Dairen Mucha continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Peripheral neuropathy.

4. Hypothyroidism.

5. Coronary artery disease and bypass surgery.

Current Medications: Lantus 34 units in the evening, NovoLog 28 units three times a day, Armour Thyroid 180 mg daily, and recent addition of 30 mg per day.

On this visit, his blood sugar continues to fluctuate as previously and he states that he had recent infection with COVID and subsequently flu like illness.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated at this point.

On examination, blood pressure 126/68, weight 265 pounds, and BMI is 36. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

His hemoglobin A1c is 7.4% I do note that he continues to have hypothyroidism with a TSH in February of 11.09.

He is due to follow with his primary doctor in the near future for rechecking of thyroid function.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with suboptimal control, peripheral neuropathy, peripheral vascular disease, coronary artery disease, bypass surgery, and hypothyroidism.

I have again instructed him with regards to diet and exercise and have made no changes to his current insulin program.

Followup visit in six months time.
