The building ceiling fell.  It fell down to his head.  The ceiling hit the top of the head.  The patient tells me that he had instant severe head pain.  He has instant dizziness, lightheadedness, confusion and disorientation.  He did not have loss of consciousness.  The patient took ibuprofen for the head pain.  The patient tells me that since then he has significant headaches every day.
The patient tells me that he has frequent headaches.  He is dizzy.  The patient tells me that he has nausea symptoms.  He has chronic headaches.  The headaches are almost on a daily basis.  The patient has been taking ibuprofen.  The patient also feels dizzy a lot.
The patient is currently working for the Air Force at the Security Force.  The patient tells me that headache is significantly affecting him to doing his job.  The patient tells me that he is not able to concentrate and focus because of his severe head pain.  The patient has significant difficulty to work because of the dizziness.
