Dear Dr. Khabir:

This is a followup for Mr. Graham with congenital absence of the left kidney and chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in September.  Weight at home fluctuates 178-181.  According to family member, magnesium was causing diarrhea discontinued, problem resolved.  He uses a walker.  Denies falling.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Back to normal stools, no bleeding.  Denies changes in urination.  No nocturia or incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness or bleeding.  No abdominal or back discomfort.  Edema is stable, compression stockings.  No ulcers.  No claudication.  Denies increase of dyspnea.  Denies orthopnea or PND.  Denies chest pain or syncope.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medications list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Toprol and Lasix.

Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure by nurse 142/70.  Isolated crackles on the bases probably fibrosis, for the most part clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  There is an increases too, appears regular.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal distention or ascites.  I do not see major edema.  No gross focal deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries from March creatinine was 2 it has been like that for already seven years.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR 32.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB stable, overtime, no progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.

2. Absence of the left kidney.
3. History of calcium oxalate stones without evidence of activity.
4. Status post aortic valve replacement, clinically stable.
5. No need for EPO treatment.
6. No need for phosphorus binders.
7. Normal potassium and acid base.
8. Mitral valve disease status post clip, clinically that has helped his symptoms.  Come back in the next four to six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
