This is an 87-year-old woman placed on hospice because of congestive heart failure.
The patient is short of breath at all times requires oxygen and the patient and family has decided against any further treatments, hospitalization, and/or heroics.

The patient has low ejection fraction, pedal edema, air hunger, shortness of breath at rest with activity, right-sided heart failure, and also has pain in the lower extremity related to her edema. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. She most likely has less than six months to live. Given the extent of her congestive heart failure, she has a KPS score of 40% and is hospice appropriate for hospice placement with endstage congestive heart failure, atrial fibrillation, decreased ejection fraction as well as chronic pain.
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
