This is an 84-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer dementia. The patient also suffers from hypertension, IBS, and bipolar disorder. The patient has lost weight. She now requiring 24-hour assistance/care because of requiring total ADL help at home, bowel and bladder incontinence. Heather is her primary caregiver who is her daughter. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is eating very little. She has lost weight. Bowel and bladder incontinent, decreased mentation consistent with endstage Alzheimer associated with aspiration and decreased appetite and lack of tolerance to liquids. She also has acute kidney failure with exacerbation and also hypertension associated with urticaria related to her renal failure. Overall prognosis is poor. She remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
