She has been sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is eating. She is ADL dependent. She has also demonstrated weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition. In the past six months, she has lost at least 20 to 25 pounds per her daughter. Overall prognosis remains great. The patient is hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
