Mrs. Wong is a 100-year-old lady currently on hospice with diagnosis of Parkinson’s disease. She is oriented to person only as currently she has change in condition. She is more confused. She has increased memory loss. She has decreased mentation. Her daughter __________ as well to the point that she states mother is sleeping now 18 to 20 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She eats very little, ADL dependent and she is able to feed herself, but is no longer able to do so. She is also bowel and bladder incontinent, requires turning every two hours, requires liquid to be thickened because of aspiration which is very common to the patient with endstage Parkinsonism and which they usually die of either sepsis or aspiration pneumonia. Overall prognosis remains quite poor, most likely has less than six months to live, continues to require and remained hospice appropriate to be able to live better to help with her daughter.
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
