The patient is an 86-year-old lady from Thailand _______ area with diabetes and hypertension. She was admitted to the hospital on about 03/22/24 with nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea with a diagnosis of rectal cancer. The patient was found to have multiple lung metastasis, liver metastasis, multiple polypoid masses in the rectum, non-occlusive thrombus in the left ovarian vein, and cholelithiasis. The patient also has lost tremendous amount of weight. She is difficult to arouse at times. She has a BMI of 20 now, protein-calorie malnutrition, eating very little, not a candidate for any type of radiation or chemo therapy. The patient’s pain medications has been increased to account for her pain and at the request of family and discussion with her primary care physician, the patient has now been placed on hospice. Most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate with endstage rectal cancer with multiple metastases as discussed above.
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
