Juan is an 88-year-old Hispanic gentleman with history of hypothyroidism, hypertension, diabetes, status post pacemaker, hyperlipidemia who initially presented to the emergency room on 04/05/2024 with abdominal pain. The patient states that has been going on off and on since December since he got back from Mexico. The patient also has had 13-pound weight loss, increased pain, dizziness, fatigue, and weakness. The patient was diagnosed with metastatic pancreatic cancer with liver metastasis, bone metastasis, and omentum involvement. The patient has metastatic pancreatic cancer considered to be incurable disease. This was explained to the patient and family also in conjunction with chemotherapy and radiation therapy and the fact that he is not a candidate for surgery more chemo or radiation at this time given his current condition his advanced age. The patient and family thought about this for sometime and decided against any type of treatment and the patient has not been placed on hospice for further care. The patient is expected to do poorly. His pain is controlled. He has lost tremendous amount of weight. He continues to lose weight. He is bowel and bladder incontinent now. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. He is expected to live within the next few weeks to months. His recent blood test also shows evidence of mild anemia. He requires pain medication around the clock. The patient also was found to have multiple pulmonary nodules along with the metastasis into the liver that was mentioned. His other comorbidities includes hypertension, atrial fibrillation, diabetes, overall prognosis is great. KPS score is at 40%.
