The patient has had issues with hallucination, memory loss, and confusion. Now he is sleeping about 18 to 20 hours a day. His wife Susan is his primary caregiver. He has had KPS score of 40%. He has issues with hallucination. His ability to speak has been effected. He is now babbling with unintelligible speech. He is losing weight. He is eating very little. He requires change in his position to keep him from developing pressure ulcers. He has a KPS score of 40% and protein-calorie malnutrition. His weakness continues to worsen and is hospice appropriate and is expected to do poorly with Lewy body dementia. Given his current status has most likely less than six months to live. He remains hospice appropriate.
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
