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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2017, in Turkey.  The patient was in a gym at the base.  The patient was doing weightlifting.  Suddenly, the weight bar fell on top of his head.  The weight bar was about 10 pounds heavy.  It caused him to have intermediate severe head pain on top of the head.  The patient felt dizzy, lightheadedness, confused and disoriented.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the symptoms with the severe headache, swelling on top of the head, dizzy, lightheadedness lasted for four days.  The patient tells me that he was not able to see a doctor over there.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches on top of the head.  The patient has frequent headaches, dizziness, and nausea.  The patient also has memory problems.  The patient feels that his memory is not as good as previously.  The patient also has sound sensitivity and light sensitivity.

The patient is currently taking Cymbalta 90 mg a day.

The patient is currently working as a security force at the Air Force.  The patient tells me that it is significant doing his work.  The patient is unable to work for a long period of time.  The patient has significant headaches, which is affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The patient also has significant dizziness and nausea symptoms.  The patient tells me that his memory problems also affecting the way he does his job.  The patient has significant difficulty to remember task duties.
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
