A:
Hypertension, chronic diastolic CHF, osteoarthritis, COPD, dyspepsia, and chronic respiratory failure.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting. The patient was given metolazone for necessary diuresis, which is helping her breathing and now she can lay down as compared to before.  She is expected to have worsening kidney functions due to necessary diuresis, which the patient is aware of.
