Thank you again for your continued support.

Robert comes for followup today. He had history of pulmonary embolism in the past. He had history of DVT in the past and he also has pulmonary eosinophilia. In the past, he was on warfarin. Subsequently, he was on Eliquis now he is on 81 mg aspirin twice daily.

Coagulation profile workup was positive for Factor V Leiden mutation. He also has family history. His brother has the same mutation. Protein s level were low it was 64 so those two factors would predispose him to have increased probability of having blood clots especially since he has issues with varicose veins in the leg.

Because of the above, he is advised to continue aspirin twice daily in future if he has any symptoms suggestive of DVT he needs to call your office or me for further guidance. For now, he may stay off of Eliquis or warfarin but in future if the need be we may have to put him back on.
