Information has been obtained from different sources today during a face-to-face evaluation at 7:30 a.m. on 04/18/2024. The patient is a 78-year-old gentleman with extensive history of smoking, tobacco abuse. He is single. He has apparently 13 kids. He has not drunk alcohol heavily in the past. He is currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. He is at high risk of fall; walking two steps, it is evident that he has hard time walking. He is confused. He babbles. His voice is weak. His speech is unintelligible. Records indicate that he has had COVID immunization in the past, recurrent pneumonia, aspiration syndrome, muscle wasting and weight loss. The patient was found to be in no distress. He is able to use the cane, but not by himself. He requires help of others. He wears a diaper. He is total ADL dependent and he is bowel and bladder incontinent as it is the hallmark and consistent with endstage senile degeneration of the brain. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for Mr. Adams. He currently has a KPS score of 40% and has all the hallmark symptoms of endstage dementia with aspiration, recurrent pneumonia, weight loss, decreased appetite, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence and unintelligible speech at this time with profound muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition.
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
