An 83-year-old gentleman seen face-to-face today on 04/18/2024 at his residence at 8 a.m. Robert is an 83-year-old gentleman, originally from Texas, a truck driver. He is single, has three children, currently on hospice with COPD, O2 dependency, coronary artery disease, history of myocardial infarction, history of colon cancer, hypertension, and gastroesophageal reflux. The patient appears quite weak. The patient is a smoker, continues to smoke. The patient has oxygen, but most of the time he refuses to wear it. Other comorbidities include severe protein-calorie malnutrition, recurrent pneumonia due to E. coli/aspiration, hypoxemia, aspiration, and aspiration pneumonia. His COVID and flu shots are up-to-date per hospital records. The patient’s records also indicate that he has right internal carotid artery stenosis at about 70 to 75% which increases his risk of stroke and causes the patient lots of confusion related to small vessel disease and transient ischemic attack. The patient is quite weak. He has difficulty ambulating and needs help with ADL. He has had issues with bladder incontinence as well. His O2 sat on oxygen is 94% today. His heart rate is 98. He appears comfortable and is able to converse with me well with some shortness of breath at the end of his sentences.
He also has a complex cyst of the left kidney, extensive atherosclerosis of the abdominal aorta, history of BPH. Overall prognosis remains poor. He has a KPS score of 40% at this time.
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
