This is an 89-year-old gentleman placed on hospice with neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. The patient is no longer able to ambulate. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. He complains of pain all over his body, ADL dependent. The patient has lost weight. He has a very little appetite. He lost at least 15 pounds in the past four weeks. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. No longer able to ambulate as I mentioned. He has a FAST score of 7C currently. Only oriented to person, semi-responsive to deep stimuli, sleeping 12-18 hours a day. The patient resides with caregiver Ms. Levy who tells us that there has been a huge change in his condition especially in the past two weeks. Overall prognosis remains poor, expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
