Guadalupe is a 51-year-old gentleman with history of colon cancer, over a 40-pound weight loss, now bowel and bladder incontinent, with distant metastasis. KPS score of 50%. He lives with a family member Sylvia Garza who is his primary caregiver. The patient is mostly non-responsive, responds to deep stimuli, sleeping about 12 to 18 hours a day, requires pain medications around the clock. He most likely has a few weeks to live, hence he is hospice appropriate. His other comorbidities include UTI recurrent, bilateral nephrostomy tube, hematuria, large thrombus within the left renal pelvis, extensive metastatic disease; no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation at this time, requires pain medication around the clock with renal failure; BUN of 41, creatinine of 3.3 and acidotic. Overall prognosis remains grave. The patient is hospice appropriate.
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
