HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 77-year-old gentleman originally from East Texas lives with a caretaker, used to be a car mechanic. He is single. He has one child. He does not smoke. He does not drink alcohol. The patient has been diagnosed with dementia. He suffers from hypertension, diabetes, muscle weakness, decreased appetite, frequent falls regarding his dementia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient is not able to give much history, most of the history was obtained from the caretaker.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The only surgery reported is cataract.
MEDICATIONS: Aricept 10 mg once a day, Zoloft 25 mg a day, metformin 500 mg b.i.d., and Norvasc 10 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: He does not know mother and father died of.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: In the past few weeks, he has been having much decreased appetite, increased hallucination, difficulty sleeping, and agitation. He is bowel and bladder incontinent and much more difficult for him to walk and now with his frequent falls. He has issues with hallucination which makes his dementia most likely Lewy body type dementia. He also uses oxygen because of hypoventilation. His O2 sat is 93% today with a heart rate of 90.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: We find Mr. Trudgeon to be weak, confused, and confabulating.

VITAL SIGNS: His blood pressure 130/90. Pulse and heart rate as was mentioned above.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGIC: Moving all four extremities without any deficits.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 77-year-old gentleman with end-stage dementia associated with weight loss, bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependency, hallucination, difficulty sleeping, and increased agitation. He has issues with what is consistent with Lewy body dementia. Nevertheless his overall prognosis is quite poor, given his end-stage disease.
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
