This is a 65-year-old woman currently on hospice because of congestive heart failure, schizophrenia, history of CVA, right-sided weakness, hypertension, morbid obesity, history of congestive heart failure, and sleep apnea. The patient is on oxygen regarding her congestive heart failure. The patient’s O2 sat 92-94% on oxygen at this time. She suffers from symptoms of chest pain, orthopnea and PND. She has a history of sleep apnea, but has refused to use CPAP so she is only using oxygen at this time. Her blood pressure appears to be under control. She also demonstrates muscle weakness along with pedal edema and right-sided heart failure. The patient used to be a nurse. She is divorced. She has one daughter. The patient does not smoke and does not drink alcohol. The patient’s caretaker tells me that she is having more difficulty moving around because of congestive heart failure and shortness of breath. The patient is now bowel and bladder incontinent and has issues with orthopnea and PND given her end-stage congestive heart failure with low ejection fraction.
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
