This is an 86-year-old woman radiology tech currently on hospice with history of atherosclerotic heart disease, history of angina, hypertension, aortic stenosis, cardiomyopathy and insomnia. The patient refuses to use oxygen. She complains of shortness of breath. She is able to only sleep with her bed popped up. She has lower extremity edema. She has never been a heavy smoker or drinker. She has a 24-hour caretaker. She is widowed and has four children. Her O2 saturation is at 93% without oxygen, but with activity drops down to 87 to 88%. The patient has symptoms of angina. Her mentation has been diminished per caretaker most likely because of hypoperfusion. She also has issues regarding decreased mentation related to her heart disease. She has swelling of the lower extremity and generalized arthrosclerosis of her coronary arteries that are not amenable to coronary artery bypass graft and/or angioplasty.
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
