This is an 80-year-old gentleman with history of CVA, left-sided weakness, total bed bound, bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependent, and large stage III sacral ulcer. He has demonstrated severe weight loss partially because of aspiration, partially because of bad teeth and subsequent related to his previous stroke. He also suffers from muscle weakness, muscle wasting, and aspiration. His O2 saturation is stable at 94% with pulse rate of 51 with shallow breathing today on examination. He requires wound care on a regular basis regarding his stage III sacral ulcer. His other comorbidities includes dementia, hypertension, cirrhosis of the liver, hemiplegia, left-sided weakness, muscle wasting, chronic kidney disease stage III, and history of depression. The patient has shown decreased mentation especially in the past month has a childlike appetite. He eats very little and sleeping 19 to 20 hours a day per caretaker, which is definitely a worsening of the symptoms in the past four to six weeks.
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
