This is a 60-year-old gentleman fabricator from Paris Texas who has no children. Currently he is on hospice because of COPD, excessive tobacco abuse, hypertension, diabetes, and schizoaffective disorder. The patient also has a history of seizure controlled with Keppra at this time. His blood sugar is controlled with metformin. He is losing weight. He is not eating very much at this time but he continues to smoke. Because of his long-standing schizophrenia, he suffers from tardive dyskinesia and is treated with Cogentin. His behavioral issues related to his schizoid disorder have been control with the help of 15 mg of Zyprexa, Risperdal, and Vistaril on regular basis. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. He used to be on insulin but since he has lost weight his blood sugar is now controlled with metformin. He also has evidence of vocal cord paralysis most likely related to stroke. He has received oxygen, his O2 saturation 88%, pulse is 100 consistent with end-stage COPD. He uses a nebulizer on regular basis. He complains of tiredness. He has a high risk of falls and taking one or two steps causes him severe shortness of breath despite this he accompanies outside by his caregiver to smoke because he is insistent on smoking and will not stop smoking. Overall prognosis remains poor. He also has pedal edema related to pulmonary hypertension and cor pulmonale secondary to his end-stage COPD. His anxiety related to COPD is controlled with the help of Vistaril on a regular basis around-the-clock. His blood pressure is controlled with Norvasc at this time.
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
