The patient presents with cough, slight sore throat, and congestion for the past seven days with hoarseness described as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, also had renal failure, has had transplant with recent failure of transplant, now getting dialysis three times a week and following transplant team at St. Luke’s Downtown.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with pharyngitis, with history of renal failure post transplant. on dialysis at present, history of severe hypertensive cardiovascular disease, with influenza non-type A/B.
PLAN: Recommended Rocephin and dexamethasone injections. Given prescription for amoxicillin for 10 days. Follow up with cardiologist, nephrologist and transplant team and here as needed.
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
