The patient presents with history of being bitten by a stray dog getting off bus today, “German Shepherd” she thought, with pain to right hip. She states that the dog is one of the remaining stray dogs in that area. She states that the dog did not look sick, _______ one bite.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: Puncture wound to the right inferior buttock, with diffuse tenderness, without evidence of ecchymosis, with the patient having bleeding on underwear from the wound without active bleeding at present. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient was given a tetanus toxoid shot and treated with observation. Take NSAIDs and topical care of bite without antibiotics without likelihood of infection. Advised to follow up in two days to confirm and evaluate progress. Contacted animal control and stated that the patient’s parents would need to contact them and then they would investigate or come and attempt to pick up the dog. Explained to mother how it was very important for her to be sure that they are notified as soon as she gets home and to insist that they come and try to apprehend the dog that injured her, so that he can be examined for any evidence of rabies.
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
