CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 45-year-old male seen for disability evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 45-year-old male who reports having symptoms of shortness of breath for approximately 2-3 years. He stated that he underwent MRI approximately nine months ago which revealed constrictive pericarditis. He has had progressive symptoms of dyspnea such that he is unable to walk more than 25 yards without developing shortness of breath. He reports chronic lower extremity swelling. He has had no chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Pericarditis.
2. Cellulitis.

3. Oral thrush.

4. Immune deficiency.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had jaw surgery for sleep apnea.
MEDICATIONS: Effexor unknown dose daily, colchicine daily, and Keflex.

ALLERGIES: ? CORTISPORIN.
FAMILY HISTORY: Paternal grandfather died of myocardial infarction in 40s.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports history of cigarette smoking and occasional alcohol, but denies drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports pustules all over his body. He has fatigue.

Nose: He has sinus problems.

Oral Cavity: He has thrush.

Respiratory: He has cough and shortness of breath.

Cardiac: He has lower extremity swelling.
Gastrointestinal: He reports heartburn.

Neurologic: He has dizziness.

Hematologic: He has easy bleeding.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a moderately obese male who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/75, pulse 96, respiratory rate 20, height 78”, and weight 302.6 pounds.

HEENT: Head is atraumatic and normocephalic. Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light and accommodation. Sclerae are clear. Extraocular muscles are intact. Vision: Right eye 20/40-2, left 20/40-2, both 20/30.
Neck: Supple. There is no adenopathy. There is no thyromegaly present.

Cardiac: Exam reveals tachycardia. There is no S3 or S4. Heart sounds are somewhat distant.
Abdomen: Obese. Bowel sounds are noted to be normally active. No masses or tenderness noted.

Skin: Significant for papular lesions throughout. The lower extremity reveals diffuse erythema.
Extremities: Demonstrate 2-3+ pitting edema.

IMPRESSION: This is a 45-year-old male with symptoms of congestion as related to constrictive pericarditis. He reportedly had been offered surgery, but he had declined surgery. He has ongoing symptoms and is unable to perform tasks which require significant lifting, pushing and bending. He has significant findings of right heart failure.
MEDICAL SOURCE STATEMENT: This 45-year-old male is currently significantly limited by his cardiovascular symptoms. He is unable to perform task which requires significant lifting or pushing given his significant disease. Functionally, he is classified New York Heart Association Class III.
