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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IV. This patient has nephrosclerosis. She has had multiple interventions because of multiple malignancies that she has history in the past. Currently, the patient has a creatinine that is 1.87, a BUN that is in the 30s and the estimated GFR remains 27. The main concern was the increase in the proteinuria that motivated us to prescribe the SGLT2 inhibitor and, so far, she has responded very well. She has minimal proteinuria. The protein, the microalbumin and creatinine ratio was not done as ordered, but the dipstick has minimal proteinuria. The patient is in stable condition. She has history of single kidney. The contralateral kidney was removed because of renal cell carcinoma. She has a history of carcinoma of the colon and she a has history of carcinoma of the urinary bladder that is followed by the urologist.

2. The patient has type II diabetes that is under fair control. We emphasized the need to stay away from simple sugars and the patient confesses some dietary indiscretions.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. The patient has a history of renal lithiasis that is remote.

5. Hypertension that is under control.

6. In general, the patient has been stable. We are going to reevaluate this case in five months with laboratory workup.
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
