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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old white female that is followed in this office because of kidney problems; however, the kidney problems have improved and the patient has been more stable, but we have noticed the persistent weight loss. This persistent weight loss has been accompanied by the presence of anemia. The patient states that she cannot tolerate food, she is coughing and she has sour taste in the mouth. I also found out that the patient has severe constipation. She has a very mild bowel movement every other day. Abdominal CT scan was consistent with gastritis, esophagitis and the colon is full of stool. Taking into consideration that is a gastrointestinal problem that has to be attended as soon as possible, I called the primary care, Dr. Tangunan and I explained the urgency for her to be referred to the gastroenterologist and he will.

2. The patient has chronic kidney disease that has been stable. The last estimated GFR was 53. There was a proteinuria of 200 mg/g of creatinine.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Hypertension that is under control.

5. Hyperuricemia. We are going to reevaluate this case in three months with laboratory workup.
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
