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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 44-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of a CKD stage IIIB. This patient was recently admitted to the hospital because of suspected stroke. Extensive workup fails to show an acute stroke, however, he has some stenoses in the cerebral artery that are not critical, but are present and this patient has autonomic dysfunction and sometimes goes into hypotension. The patient showed deterioration of the kidney function; the serum creatinine increased to 3, the BUN was 62 and the estimated GFR was 24. The patient was hydrated and there was some recovery of the kidney function afterwards.

2. The patient has severe proteinuria, more than 10 g. This was assessed at the hospital and, for some reasons, we found out that the Jardiance was discontinued. I am going to take the liberty of putting him back on the Jardiance because he will get a lot of benefit related to that medication. The patient has been very unstable as to consider a kidney biopsy. The lack of stability is hemodynamic fluctuation in the blood pressures and the patient has most likely coronary artery disease.

3. Type II diabetes that has been under better control. The patient has been given metformin that I think should be stopped in order to avoid metabolic acidosis associated to it. I put him back on the Jardiance and the patient continues to monitor the blood sugar after the administration of Lantus.

4. Arterial hypertension that has been under control, however, with fluctuations and evidence of somewhat hypotension from time to time.

5. Coronary artery disease. The patient is bringing some forms requested by insurance to go back to work. I will take a look at these forms. He is a machine operator and I think that at this point it is very unlikely that he will be able to deliver all the duties. Reevaluation in two months with laboratory workup.
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
