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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 74-year-old Haitian male who is a patient of Dr. Maxwell that was referred to the office because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA going into IIIB and the presence of a proteinuria that has been oscillated between 1 and 1.5 g/g of creatinine. There is no evidence of activity in the urinary sediment. The patient was placed on Kerendia and the Kerendia decreased the amount of protein in the urine. The serum protein electrophoresis with immunofixation and the kappa-lambda ratio were negative and so was the antinuclear antibody. Anti-GBM was negative. Anti-double stranded DNA negative. Antiphospholipid antibodies were negative. C3 and C4 were within normal range. The immunoelectrophoresis in the urine was negative. A kidney biopsy that was done on 02/29/2024 is consistent with focal and segmental glomerulosclerosis. There was moderate glomerulosclerosis 38% and interstitial fibrosis 30%. Mild arterial and arteriolonephrosclerosis. Two glomeruli of 21 were with segmental sclerosis and 11 of 21 with global sclerosis. There was significant effacement of the foot processes of the podocytes. There was no evidence of autoimmune deposits. This pattern or injury is associated with idiopathic focal and segmental glomerulosclerosis. We have not been able to prove the presence of antiphospholipid antibody, scleroderma, malignant hypertension, _______ syndrome. Taking into consideration that the kidney function has deteriorated, I think that the patient would get benefit of treating him with Acthar.

2. CKD stage IIIB. The estimated GFR is 45 mL/min. The patient has anemia that will be investigated.

3. Hypertension under control. The patient has obstructive sleep apnea that is treated with a CPAP. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months and we are going to submit the request to the insurance for the administration of Acthar. The patient was explained about the side effects of the medication and he is supposed to call us with any questions.
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
