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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient remains in very stable condition. The patient does not have any complaints at the present time. In the laboratory workup, the creatinine remains to be .1.5 mg/dL and the estimated GFR is 47.

2. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus. The hemoglobin A1c is 7.1. It is very well controlled.

3. Arterial hypertension is under control. Unfortunately, the patient does not have any determination of albumin-to-creatinine ratio or protein-to-creatinine ratio in the urine despite the fact that was ordered in the past visit.

4. Anemia. The CBC was not done. So, I cannot assess the anemia this time.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The serum cholesterol is 102, triglycerides 61, HDL 37, and LDL 51.

6. BPH that is not any worse. The patient does not have prostatism.

7. Arteriosclerotic heart disease asymptomatic.

8. Vitamin D deficiency that is replaced orally. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
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
