Adam Carlson has been under my care since 05/05/2022. He first saw me with persecutory fears and obsessional thoughts. It was felt that his actual diagnosis was obsessive-compulsive disorder. As of his most recent visit of 02/05/2024, his illness was in remission. He was euthymic. There was no thought disorder. He was sleeping well. Energy was good. Appetite was good. He has been compliant with his medication regimen, which consists of Zyprexa 10 mg h.s. daily and Zoloft 150 mg q.a.m.
On intake, the patient denied any history of severe prolonged depression, mania, or hypomania. There was one episode of a suicidal gesture some years ago, but there was no intent. There is no recent history of drug or alcohol abuse.
In summary, the patient is functioning very well as a father and husband. His psychiatric illness is in remission. He is compliant with treatment, and he has an excellent prognosis.
