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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me between in April 2006 to July 2006, the patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that he was experiencing 120 mortar attacks during over the course of three months he is there.  The patient tells me that every day they are one to two mortar attacks every single day.  The patient tells me that there are explosions.  The patient is usually about 100 meters away from these explosions.  However, the patient tells me that there are repetitive explosions everyday.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient denies any direct head injury.  The patient tells me that he did not have direct injury from these mortar attacks.  The patient tells me that his symptoms started about seven years ago and now has gotten worse over last two years.
The patient currently has confusion difficulty, concentrate, and memory deficits mostly short-term memory deficit, aggressiveness, irritability, headaches, migraine headache, sensitivity to light, ringing in the ears, loss of smell, and loss of sounds.  The patient also has stiff muscles.  The patient can get angry outburst easily.  The patient also had a CT scan recently. He had a recent brain MRI done and it shows that he has hydrocephalus on the brain MRI.
The patient is working for the Air Force.  The patient tells me that he was a recruiter for the Air Force for 11 years.  The patient tells me that his symptoms affecting his job.  The patient tells me that he has significant symptoms affecting his job including confusion and difficulty concentration at work.  His short-term memory loss is affecting his job duties.  The patient will forget his job duties.  The patient also got aggressive and irritable at work.  The headaches are affecting his concentration and focus at work.
The patient tells me that he was also diagnosed with PTSD and depression.  The patient is seeing a psychiatrist.
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
