CC: General care.
HPI: A 95-year-old female with a frontotemporal dementia moderately advanced BPSD perseverating on issues she can become stubborn and refuse care, will isolate herself and not eat. Recently, she has had an improvement in her PO intake. She is also on Megace daily. Family remained involved in her care they come just every now and then, they occasionally will take her out to their home she returns and there is no problem when she comes back. She primarily stays in her room. She will take her medication. She is quite engaging, but it is unclear what she is really talking about.
DIAGNOSES: Frontotemporal dementia moderately advanced BPSD, random isolation or not eating and then resisting care, hypothyroid and weight loss was an issue.
MEDICATIONS: Megace 200 mg b.i.d. and KCl 10 mEq q.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN and LIDOCAINE.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female who stays in her room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/68, pulse 74, temperature 97.2, respiratory rate 16, oxygen saturation 95%, and weight 113 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. Moves arms in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema. Generalized decreased muscle mass, but adequate motor strength.

NEURO: Orientation to self. She will make eye contact and engage in conversation but it is random and out of context. She does not answer questions asked and cannot give information.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact with fair turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Weight concerns secondary to just not eating. She has been on Megace for two months and she is actually losing weight and her admit weight was 119.8 pounds and then she dropped to 115.2 pounds and now she is on 113 pounds so will verify that in fact she is taking the Megace.
2. History of hypocalcemia needs to have current check on that so BMP is ordered.
18.8. We will verify the patient is taking the Megace and if so we need to increase it as it is having a paradoxical effect.
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
