CC: End-of-life care.

HPI: A 77-year-old gentleman with advanced unspecified dementia who was admitted to the facility on 03/19/2024. The patient’s dementia and multiple medical issues were in place for several years before and he was moved here to be closer to his son/POA. The patient has multiple diagnoses, appeared pleasant and comfortable though was not sure where he was or what state he was in and has had a quick progression to his current state of end-of-life care.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, DM II, HLD, HTN, GERD, BPH, insomnia, chronic low back pain, peripheral neuropathy, multiple myeloma, and diabetic gastroparesis.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/21/24 note.

ALLERGIES: ATIVAN which was found out just today.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Low-carb.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital signs will be followed up

GENERAL: The patient was seen in his room about 3 o’clock. He was awake and was lifting the window shade up so that he could look out the window which faces the street with traffic and then he made eye contact with me and was verbal, but it was random and out of context.
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I asked him how he was and then he told me that he was scared to death and when I asked why, he stated “well, it is you two” meaning myself and the nurse come in and now it scares me and then he told me he was also afraid because he had this big lion that was after him. I reassured him he had nothing to be afraid of; that I was just here to help him and check to make sure he was okay and getting everything he needed. I also then stated that if he has a big lion after him, that that is a good thing because Jesus is the Lion of Judah and that Jesus was just watching out for him. He seemed to calm down a little bit and then I asked if I could pray for him and I noted that he was almost like pedaling with both of his feet and I asked him what he was doing and he stated “I just need to get this truck started first.” So, after a few failed attempts I told him the truck was going and that we could pray now. I did. He was quiet and when he opened his eyes, he just looked at me and he stated “thank you” which was surprising and very sweet. I have talked to his family/POA and reassured him of his current status.
