HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 69-year-old man currently on hospice with history of intrahepatic bile duct carcinoma involving the lungs, the liver, the omentum, lymph nodes, and also history of portal hypertension, malignant ascites, edema, protein-calorie malnutrition, acute and chronic pain, respiratory failure, hypoxemia, hypertension, heart failure, and type II diabetes.
The patient currently has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is quite miserable in pain with any type of pressure. Reported pain 7/10 despite narcotic medications on board. He has cancer pain related to his ascites. He is obtundent because of the liver failure as well as his medication. He is widowed cared for by daughter Sandra Ennis who states that father is doing very poorly. He has bouts of weight fullness, but otherwise he is showing rather quick decline regarding his underlying problems. He is expected to live less than six months. He is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy. He is very hospice appropriate and most likely will expire in the next few days to weeks.
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
