Kenneth is a 79-year-old gentleman who suffers from neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. The patient is at home with his wife. The patient is having increased confusion every day, increased memory loss. He is homebound. He is now becoming more bedbound. He is showing anxiety, hallucination, periods of anger, disruption in his behavior causing very little sleep at night for himself or his wife. He is not eating very much. He has lost about 7 pounds. He is now beginning to have symptoms of aspiration more than before. He has a child like appetite and suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition as well. Overall, prognosis is quite poor for this gentleman with classis Lewy body dementia now no longer able to ambulate. He is cared for by his wife who is his primary caregiver. His dysphagia is increasing related to Parkinsonism. Parkinsonism is also a condition that is very much associated with Lewy body dementia. KPS score remains at 40% with FAST score of 7C now. He remains hospice appropriate, expected to do poorly.
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
