Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Belcher comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She was last seen here in this office on April 18, 2018. At that time, it was recognized that she had phthisis bulbi on the right side, which had been there for a long period of time. It was assumed to have been related to her prematurity and hydrocephalus. She denies an interval change since that visit. Currently, she is in school studying nursing. She states that she still has blindness on the right side, but is able to function with the use of the left eye. She does not have headaches nor pain. She does not have difficulties reading small print nor avoiding hazards in her environment. She does not take eye drops nor other medications.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is no light perception on the right side and 20/20 on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of plano on the right and –0.50 –0.50 x 005 on the left. The near acuity with and without correction measures no light perception on the right side and 20/20 on the left side at 14 inches. The pupil on the left side is round and reactive. There is no pupil on the right side. There is an afferent defect on the right side as measured in reverse. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are soft on the right and 8 on the left. The slit lamp examination, on the right side, shows a small globe with a small scarred cornea. There is scleral overgrowth that covers most of the cornea. This makes a view to the internal structures impossible. On the left side, the media are clear. There are no cataracts. The anterior chamber is deep and quiet. Fundus examination on the left side is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3. There is no retinopathy. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type perimeter with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows the absence of a visual field on the right and 132 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Phthisis bulbi, right side.
2. Myopia, left side.
Ms. Belcher has excellent visual acuity with the left eye and a normal visual field with the left eye. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. She can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in her environment. The absence of the visual field and absence of vision on the right side is consistent with the disease on the right side. The prognosis for the right eye is poor. The prognosis for the left eye is good.
